6 (a) IN GENERAL.—Subchapter II of chapter 63 of
7 title 5, United States Code, is amended by adding at the
8 end the following:
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“§6330. Limitation on administrative leave

“(a) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in sub-
sections (b) and (c¢), an employee may not be placed on
administrative leave, or any other paid non-duty status
without charge to leave, for more than 30 consecutive days
for reasons relating to misconduct or performance.

“(b) EXTENSION FOR INVESTIGATION.—In the case
of an employee placed on administrative leave pending an
investigation, the head of an agency may grant an exten-
sion of administrative leave for additional periods of not
more than 30 consecutive days each only if the office in-
vestigating the employee submits a report to Congress and
the head of the applicable agency containing a certification
that additional time is needed to complete such investiga-
tion, including the reasons for the need for additional
time.

“(¢) ADMINISTRATIVE LEAVE FOR WHISTLE-

BLOWERS.

For any employee seeking corrective action
for a prohibited personnel practice described in section
2302(b)(8), the employee may be placed on administrative
leave for up to 365 consecutive days.”.

(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of sections

  (c) Administrative leave for whistleblowers For any employee seeking corrective action for a prohibited personnel practice described in section 2302(b)(8), the employee may be placed on administrative leave for up to 365 consecutive days.  .
